HIV LEARNING WEBINARS

ACHAP, in collaboration with UNAIDS and the Interfaith Health Platform, convened two learning webinars on
addressing inequalities that fuel the rise of HIV infections among adolescents, young women, and children.
This series was part of the closeout of our PEPFAR/UNAIDS project on HIV stigma and discrimination and
the adoption of the Framework for Dialogue.

The webinars brought together about 200 participants and speakers from all over the world to share diverse
experiences and country-specific contexts in HIV programming.

Part of this also included the Interfaith Health Platform’s 10 Million Campaign for PEPFAR, an initiative to
engage faith leaders, individuals and communities to promote access to health services to the 10 million
children, women and men living with HIV who are not yet on antiretroviral treatment.

ACHAP AT THE AACC 60TH ANNIVERSARY CONFERENCE

ACHAP was aptly represented at the AACC Anniversary Conference in Abuja in November. During this
conference, we put up a joint side event in collaboration with the Ecumenical Pharmaceutical Network and the
Christian Health Association of Nigeria, with a focus on the role of religious leaders in health and healing.
Discussions at this workshop were focused on key thematic areas: Healthcare financing, advocacy and
governance, and health evangelism.

We also had an opportunity do conduct a 3-day exhibition, where we educated religious leaders on
inequalities in access to HIV treatment in Africa, had a screening desk facilitated by INERELA, and raised
awareness on the 10 Million campaign for PEPFAR.

Overall, this engagement did well to increase ACHAP's visibility and linkage to religious leaders and health
promoting churches in Sub-Saharan Africa.

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HIV stigma and discrimination

This September, ACHAP CEO, Nkatha Njeru, participated in a talk show on OnPointRadio, discussing the
impact of PEPFAR on HIV stigma and discrimination around the world. In her discourse, she shared her
experience working in a health facility in rural Kenya during the early days of the HIV/AIDS crisis, noting that
there was a lot of stigma and subsequent death due to neglect of patients before PEPFAR interventions.

In many parts of Africa, the narrative is similar. ACHAP therefore continues to advocate for PEPFAR-led
initiatives towards HIV treatment.

Through our HIV programmes, we have built the capacity of religious leaders and community health workers
to provide respectful care and psychosocial support to HIV patients.

Faith and Science in Health

The CoV-FaB Project, with support from Internews, successfully completed training sessions for faith leaders
and designated communications officers from ZACH and CHASL partner Christian Health Associations,
focusing on effective engagement with journalists and the news media to disseminate science-based
information in timely and impactful ways.

Subsequently, the outcomes of the training were tested through collaborative efforts with ZACH and the local
partner, the Humanitarian Information and Facilitation Center, to design and conduct media science cafes in
Harare over the past few months.

These cafes served as platforms to bring together faith leaders, health experts, and journalists in a relaxed
setting, fostering connections and building competence among the participants. Themed on immunization,
pandemic preparedness, and related health issues, the cafes provided valuable experience for trainees in
engaging with the media. Notably, there is an overarching communication gap, necessitating the need for faith
leaders to articulate their growing conviction about the value of science to their followers without conflicting
with their faith.
